25 First Words - Core Word Starter Set

Important: This trial plan is not intended to be a ‘cookbook’. Language learning occurs best when
we follow the child’s lead. Since each child has different interests and different learning styles, no
two children can be expected to follow the same order in learning words. This plan is simply intended
to give you a variety of ideas to facilitate language learning. Please use any and all natural
opportunities throughout the day to teach other words.

This is a fluid plan. You will be monitoring your student’s progress and modifying lesson plans in
order to maintain your student’s motivation and forward momentum.

For this brief trial we have selected the vocabulary from 25 First Words — a core word starter set. The
vocabulary selected covers a variety of parts of speech in order to support production of phrases and
simple sentences for students who are ready.

Device Setup: If needed, use Vocabulary Builder to mask all except the target vocabulary.
Instructions for creating sets are on pages #7-8).
